Born at Sialkot (present-day Pakistan) on Friday, November 9, 1877.
High School and Intermediate — Scotch Mission College, Sialkot.

B.A. (Arabic and Philosophy) — Government College, Lahore. Awarded Jamaluddin Gold
Medal for securing highest marks in Arabic, and another Gold Medalin English.

M.A. (Philosophy) — Government College, Lahore. Secured first rank in Punjab state and
Awarded Gold Medal. Reader in Arabic, Oriental College, Lahore.

Assistant Professor, Government College, Lahore.

Published his first book, Ilm Al-Igtisad (Study of Economics), Lahore.

Degree in Philosophy, University of Cambridge

Ph.D., Munich University, Germany

(Thesis: The Development of Metaphysics in Persia).
Professor of Arabic, University of London.

Bar-at-Law, Lincoln’s Inn, London.

Returned to India.

Started law practice on October 22, 1908.

Part-time Professor of Philosophy and English Literature.
Professor of Philosophy, Government College, Lahore.
Wrote History of India for middle school students, Lahore.
Published a long Persian poem Asrar-e-Khudi ("Secrets of Self").
Resigned from professorship to spread the message of Islam.
Published Rumuz-e-Bekhudi (Mysteries of Selflessness) in Persian.
English translation of Asrar-e-Khudi by R.A. Nicholson, entitled Secrets of Self.
Awarded knighthood at Lahore on January 1, 1923

Published Payam-i-Mashriqg (The Message of the East) in Persian.

Prepared Urdu course material for Grade 6-7 students at Lahore.

Published Bang-e-Dara ("Call of the Caravan") in Urdu in March 1924.

Elected to Punjab Legislative Council, Lahore (1926-1929).

Published Zabur-i-Ajam in Persian.

Delivered six lectures at Madras, Osmania University at Hyderabad, and Aligarh.
President, All-India Muslim League. Elaborated on the idea of an independent Muslim state in his
presidential speech at Allahabad

Published Reconstruction of Religious Thought in Islam, a collection of six lectures, Lahore

also published by Oxford University Press.

Participated in Mo'tamar-A'lam-e-Islami (World Muslim Conference) in Palestine.
Participated in the Second Round Table Conference, London, Sep. 7-Dec. 31, 1931.
Visited Paris and met French philosophers Bergson and Massignon.

Published Javid Nama in Persian. It was a reply to Dante's Divine Comedy.
Participated in the Third Round Table Conference, London, Nov. 17-Dec. 24, 1932.
Igbal met Mussolini in Rome after Mussolini expressed his interest to meet him.
Visited Cordoba, Spain and wrote the poems "Dua" and "Masjid-e-Qurtuba"

Served as Advisor to the Government of Afghanistan on higher education (Oct. 1933).
Awarded Honorary D. Litt degree by Punjab University on December 4, 1933.
Published Musafir ("Traveller") in Persian.

Published Bal-e-Jibril in Urdu.

Published Zarb-i-Kalim in April 1936, Pas Che Bayad Kard, and Payam-e-Mashriq in
September 1936.

Ulema from Al-Azhar University visited Igbal at Lahore.

Jawahar Lal Nehru visited Igbal at Lahore in January 1938

Igbal died at Lahore on April 21, 1938.
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Warks of Allama Igbal

Igbal was an heir to a very rich literary, mystic, philosophical and religious tradition. He imbibed and
assimilated all that was best in the past and present Islamic and Oriental thought and culture. His range of
interests covered Religion, Philosophy, Art, Politics, Economics, the revival of Muslim life and universal
brotherhood of man. His prose, not only in his national language but also in English, was powerful. His two
books in English demonstrate his mastery of English. But poetry was his medium par excellence of
expression. Everything he thought and felt, almost involuntarily shaped itself into verse.

llm al-Igtisad (The Science of Economics). In Urdu prose (1903) - One of the first books on Economics in
Urdu.

The Development of Metaphysics in Persia. In English prose (1908) - It is a contribution to the history of
Islamic philosophy.

Asrar-i-Khudi (The Secrets of the Self). In Persian verse (1915) - As the name shows it discusses the
philosophy of Khudi.

Rumuz-i-Bekhudi (The Mysteries of Selflessness) In Persian verse (1917) - It discusses the philosophy of
pooling the individual's Khudi into the nation's Khudi.

Payam-i-Mashriq (The Message of the East). In Persian verse (1923) - It was written in response to
"West-Oestliche Diwan" of Goethe to present the values of the Eastern (Islamic) culture in contrast with
the Western culture.

Bang-i-Dara (The Call of the Marching Bell). In Urdu verse with some Persian (1924) - It covers many
fields and many kinds of poetry.

Zubur-i-*Ajam (The Psalms of Persia). In Persian verse (1927) - Most of it is in ghazals which carry Islamic
themes.

The Reconstruction of Religious Thought in Islam. In English prose (1930) - The learned author has tried
to meet the general demand of attempting to reconstruct Muslim religious philosophy with due regard
to the philosophical traditions of Islam and the more recent developments in various domains of human
knowledge. This was his master plan and can be considered as a seed which germinated, grew and
blossomed in his poetical works.

Javid Namah (The Book of Eternity). In Persian verse (1932) - It is an allegory containing the climax of the
flight of imagination. It is written on the lines of Mi'raj Namahs (Books of the Celestial Ascension of the
Holy Prophet S.AW. He soars through the celestial world in the company of Maulana Rumi and meets
the heroes and heroines of the past who provide him with opinions on some of the problems of the
modern age.

Bal-i-Jibril (The Gabriel's Wings). In Urdu verse with some Persian (1935) - This is a treasure of Islamic
knowledge and wisdom.

Pas Che Bayad Kard Ai Aqwam-i-Sharq (So What Should be Done O The nations of East). In Persian verse
(1936)- It exhibits the secrets of the destinies of nations.

Musafir (The Wayfarer)- In Persian verse (1936). It deals with his reflections on his trip to Afghanistan
Zarb-i-Kalim (The Blow of Moses) In Urdu verse with some Persian (1936) - This is a declaration of war
against the modern age.

Armaghan-i-Hijaz (The Gift for Hijaz). In verse in separate Persian and Urdu Parts (1938) Among other
things it contains expression of his Love for God, the Holy Prophet S.AW. and the Muslim Ummah. He
wrote it at the time he was preparing for pilgrimage to Makkah-i Mu’azzamah. Howevet,
the pilgrimage did not materialize due to fast deterioration of his health and ultimate
death in April 1938.

" It is open to a people to modify, reinterpret or reject the foundational principles of
their social structure; but it is absolutely necessary for them to see clearly what they
are doing before they undertake to try a fresh experiment"
